Primary One Enrolment 
The enrolment process for children due to start school in August 2022 will be online through 
South Lanarkshire’s website week beginning 10th January. Once the application has been 
received a member of staff will contact you week beg 17th January 2022 to discuss the 
registration. Please see the website for full details.  You will need your child’s full birth 
certificate and two proofs of address for the online process. 
If your child was born in January or February and is due to start school next August, you 
have the right for your child to have an additional year at nursery. If you would like to request 
an additional year please speak to Mrs Phin or Mrs Miller as a matter of urgency. 
Applications for deferral at nursery must be submitted before the end of January and require 
input from both the parent/carer and nursery staff. If you would like your child to have an 
additional year at nursery you should still enrol them for school.  If you know anyone who 
has a child and should start school in August please let them know. 
 

Attendance 

We will be issuing attendance letter in the next week and ask that all parents ensure that 

their children come to school for 8.45am (supported classes) or 9am (mainstream) each day.  

We will be in contact with you if your child’s attendance falls below 90% and ask that if they 

have a cough or cold that you complete a lateral flow test where possible. If negative send 

them into school and if positive go for a PCR test and forward the results to the school office 

as soon as you receive them.
